Announcement of the solidarity and volunteers assembly in the “Stone Building”,
in Piraeus Port

On Sunday 10 April, all the solidaires and volunteers who participate in the “Stone Building”
structure gathered in a solidarity assembly. We discussed and decided the following:

1. The purpose of our existence in the port is to help the refugees in every way we can, in
their effort for a decent living, for as long as they are here. We insist that the living conditions
in the port are particularly problematic, and under the almost full absence of the State.
However, this cannot justify their expedited transfer into spaces which don’t meet the
elementary criteria of a decent living, even more if this comes without their consent. It is
indicative of the whole situation that a significant percentage of all those who were
transferred in the previous days into “camps” throughout Greece, return daily at the port,
denouncing the conditions they met in the camps and the false descriptions they were given.

2. During the last week, buses come to the port daily in order to transfer the refugees into
camps. Officials of the port and the government, and interpreters using megaphones, call for
the refugees to leave the port. We state that we, as solidaires and volunteers who participate
in the Stone Building, do not participate in any way in this process. We neither encourage nor
block the refugees from getting into the buses. This is not our responsibility and we don't
assume the responsibility to guide any person, or to compromise the valuable relations of
trust we have built with the refugees.
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3. We state, however, our firm concert on the fact that this process of potential transfers
takes place in a problematic manner and characteristics. Those who conduct this process,
often provide the refugees false or beautified images of the camps. Refugees are often not
even informed regarding which one is the specific camp they are transferred to. Port officials
try, in many cases, to blackmail refugees speaking english, as well as the solidaires and
volunteers, to help the transfers. In certain cases, threats were fired against the solidaires-
volunteers and the refugees.

4. We think that it is our responsibility to provide sincere information to the refugees, based
exclusively on the current situation and legal status. This information refers, on the one side,
to the situation prevailing in the existing camps. We ask that the refugees and the society
are given the full image of the camps, using photographic material daily renewed, so as the
refugees to be able to know exactly the spaces they are called to be transferred to. On the
other side, the necessary information refers to the legal processes for asylum, the political
developments regarding the agreements and the broader legal status etc. This is why, we
have tried to ensure the daily presence of lawyers in the Stone Building, in order for them to
inform the refugees for their rights, so as for them to know all their options.

5. We demand the creation of open (for the refugees, the solidaires-volunteers and the
society) accommodation structures, ensuring decent conditions of living (shelter, food, water,
sanitation, medical care, legal assistance, entertainment etc.). We are against the
concentration camps and inaccessible prisons in remote areas, excluding the solidaires and
volunteers.

6. In any case, our primary duty as solidaires-volunteers of the Stone Building is to stand by
the refugees, defending their rights and their options. They themselves are responsible for
taking all the decisions for their lives, and they must take them being familiar with the whole
reality and their options.

7. In the last few days, there is an intense rumour coming from the authorities in Piraeus,
announcing it to the refugees themselves, that they will evacuate violently the port from
them. We consider this to be totally unacceptable, and we state that, as solidaires-
volunteers, we are firmly opposed to such an action. We will stand by the refugees, in case
the police special forces actually try to remove them. Such a choice from the State will
constitute a flagrant violation of their rights.

8. For us, the solution of the refugees’ issue comes through the removal of the cause which
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forces people leaving their country, ie. the stopping of the wars in the countries of origin, and
not through the fences, the closed borders, the concentration camps and the violent
evacuation of our cities. We ask for the refugees’ demands to be satisfied, for the borders to
open, for asylum to be provided. We denounce deportations and the politics of the Greek
government and the EU, which is against the immigrants and the refugees, and violates even
international agreements (Geneva Convention etc.)

9. Finally, we want to inform that every single person coming as solidaires-volunteers are
welcome and necessary in the Stone Building, if they agree with the basic frame of principles
in which we have all agreed and publicized after our first assembly, and do not act in
detriment of the whole effort here, with initiatives which sometimes hinder rather than help,
or disrespect the refugees, their needs and their rights.
