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Announcement of the solidarity assembly in the
“Stone Building”, in Piraeus Port

On Sunday 27 March, all the solidaires who participate in the “Stone Building” structure
gathered in a solidarity assembly. We discussed and decided the following:

1. We would like to inform the refugees and the society that we participate in the
organization of the internal life in the “Stone Building” because we stand in solidarity with the
refugees, their needs and their problems, and we want to help them in every way we can. We
have absolutely no relationship with the State, the government, any NGO or other respective
organizations. We are, of course, not paid any money, and we come here for as long as we
can, in order to contribute in every possible way. We neither can or should substitute the
State and its responsibility to ensure the refugees’ life conditions. On the contrary, we
demand from the State suitable infrastructure and facilities, public buildings, structures for
the appropriate housing, feeding and health care of the refugees, as well as social support
services. We are, however, ourselves, members of a people who shows its solidarity to the
refugees in all possible ways, in a very difficult social and economic period for the Greek
people. We consider our struggle to be common with the refugees and the immigrants.
Further, we have no responsibility for the information of the refugees on the official legal
processes (for asylum etc.), since we are in no way related to the State, but we do try to help
them be informed, based on the official, current, legal status quo.

2. We believe that the only way for the organization of the internal life in the “Stone Building”
to function effectively, and for the relationships between all of us to deepen, is to be based
on the self-organization of the refugees, together with our constant presence and
contribution. Refugees’ participation in all tasks is very important, and, especially in the last
weeks it is indeed constant and significant. We want this process to be continued and
extended. At the same time, this process should implicate all people living in the “Stone
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Building”, and not only the particular ones who generously offer their help. Our small
community here can be organized based on the principles of equity and justice. We want to
discuss, all together, so as to find ways for most people to participate in the internal life. We
want to function in an anti-hierarchic, democratic and egalitarian way, between all of us who
are here, refugees and solidaires, irrespectively of nationality or gender.

3. This is why we also consider very important the presence of the doctors coming from the
“Solidarity Health Functionaries”, who have now been installed permanently at the “Stone
Building”. We are now able to have a constant presence of doctors here. Further, based on
their announcement, the doctors of this collectivity also work in a democratic way, without
being paid, being fully independent from the State and the NGOs, being here as solidaires
and based on the self-organization principles.

4. We, both refugees and solidaires, will in no case tolerate, incidents of violence between
refugees, or between refugees and solidaires, or incidents of sexist behaviour towards
women, either refugees or solidaires. Such incidents have been few. We state, however, that
people who perform such actions cannot be part of the small community of the “Stone
Building”. When they are traced, they will be isolated by us all in every way. If such
behaviours are repeatedly performed by certain persons, they will be asked to leave the
“Stone Building”. We are all equal, and no one can underestimate a fellow person.

5. We demand from the State and the Port Organization of Piraeus (OLP), to ensure that all
necessary infrastructure and facilities are provided to the “Stone Building”, including the
installation of a sufficient number of taps for the hygiene functionality of the space. There is,
in general, a huge problem with water supply, both to drink and to clean, as well as for the
refugees’ bathroom coverings. We demand that all the necessary actions for the solution of
the problem be performed immediately, since it is a major issue of survival. We also demand
the installation of facilities for diverse activities for the refugees, such as the “Stone School”
with teaching and self-teaching methods, the installation of a basketball goal and other
facilities for sports etc.

6. We stand in solidarity with the refugees’ demands in every way, through our presence
here, but also in every other way and means we can. We demand, together with them, that
their demands be satisfied, that the borders be opened, that they be legalized, that all the
legal papers and asylum be provided to them. We are decisively against wars, which also
force people to become refugees. We are against the recent agreement of the EU and the
Greek government with Turkey, which is against the interests of the refugees and does not
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satisfy their demands. The agreement, as several immigrant organizations and institutions
have denounced, constitutes a violation of the international law, and violates basic human
rights. We are against all kinds of fences and closed concentration camps for refugees, and
we demand for open structures of hospitality for them, providing all necessary resources, and
the integration of refugees into the society.

7. We decide that we will perform our assembly regularly, every Sunday afternoon at 5 o’
clock, so as to collectively discuss all issues and problems, and organize the needs. Our
assembly functions in a direct democratic way, and is in no way related to State or municipal
agents and NGOs, whose presence cannot be part of the assembly and the internal life.
Further, we want to be able to discuss all issues all together, both refugees and solidairies,
thus we will take initiative to call a common assembly along with the refugees, in the
presence of translators, and we will distribute this text in the “Stone Building”, translated in
all languages.
